July 10, 2018

The Board stated that it should have been and will get a hold of the company that did the dust guard and would see if it could still be done this summer, otherwise it definitely will be done next year.  

Pre-buy of propane for the townhall was discussed.  The Supervisors will call more companies to find out which company can give us the best deal and also discussed the timeline with pre-buy deadlines and coordination with the meetings.  Kellogg made a motion to have D Sonnenberg call and find the best pricing for the pre-buy and work with that company to allow the contract and check to be completed at the next meeting.  Hockett second. All in favor. Motion carried. 

Hockett stated that he had received a call from a resident on West Lake Seven Road about dirt bikes.  Hockett told the resident that the TWP could not do anything unless they were doing damage to the road and that if they were a nuisance, the Sheriff should be contacted.  

Kellogg stated that Chris Goodman had contacted him regarding a missing stop sign by their house and the increased traffic.  Kellogg had explained to him about the County Road 4 detour had caused an increase in traffic and that the signs are going to be replaced shortly. 

Discussion was also held about a resident on East Lake Seven Road placing tar in the township road, which will have to be removed for safety reasons.  The clerk is to send a letter to the resident.
Since there was no further business to come before the Board, Hockett adjourned the meeting.
