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Hobart Township Monthly Meeting
August 11, 2021


Present:  Terry Hockett, DuWayne Sonnenberg, Ryan Bruhn, Kathy Glawe, Debi Eischens and Jeff Stabnow.

The meeting was called to order at 7:05 pm by Chairman Hockett.  The agenda was considered, with no changes made to the agenda.

D Sonnenberg made a motion to approve the minutes from the July meeting.  Bruhn second.  All in favor. Motion carried. 

Bruhn made a motion to approve the treasurer’s report.  D Sonnenberg second.  All in favor. Motion carried. 

Bruhn made a motion to approve the disbursements as presented.  D Sonnenberg second.  All in favor. Motion carried. 

Stabnow gave an update on the West Wymer Lake Road.  The asphalting is complete and came in slightly under the quote.  It still needs to be seal coated, which will be done around Labor Day.  Striping is an option.  The Board discussed the pros and cons of striping and felt that striping this road would be a benefit.  Bruhn made a motion to stripe this road based on the fact that striping the road could signify to drivers that caution should be taken on the road.  D Sonnenberg second.  All in favor. Motion carried. 

Bruhn stated that the company that does our graveling has been having some issues and does not know when we will get gravel this year.  Sybil Lake Road was graveled by a different outfit so dustguard could be put on the road.  Townline Road and Buehler Dr will also be graveled by a different contractor as those roads desperately need gravel.  Due to the drought, the other roads can wait. 

A report came in that there is a missing stop sign at the intersection of Lake 6 Road and 520th.  This will be replaced with either a stop sign or a yield sign.

A propane tank monitor will be ordered to be placed on the propane tank to better monitor it without someone having to drive to the hall to constantly monitor it,

District 9 meeting will be held in Cormorant on 8/16.
Perham EMS meeting will be held at the Perham EMS/Fire Department on 8/17.

Discussion was held on the American Rescue Plan and what the money can be used for.  The list is very specific and it cannot be used on roads or lowering the tax base.  It can be used on broadband, which is being explored on a County level.

Since there was no further business to come before the Board, Hockett adjourned the meeting.
