February 14, 2017

The agenda was considered and no changes were made. 

The January minutes were not approved due to the fact that there had been major computer problems and the minutes were not complete.

R Sonnenberg gave an update from the annual CDHV meeting.  There were 43 fire calls with 14 of them being in Hobart Township.  There were 83 rescue calls with 36 of them being in Hobart Township.  The budget stayed the same ($99792.66) with Hobart’s share actually going down 0.5% to 44.2%.

Discussion was held as to how to handle any snow removal on the gravel roads as the roads become soft.  Consensus was to use the grader to get any snow off the driving surface without getting gravel into the ditches.  This type of snow removal will be slower but would be best for the roads.  

Brushing will begin as the weather begins to warm up.  

Stabnow discussed different road policies that should be looked at and updated.  Stabnow will review the old policies and present revisions at the next meeting for the Supervisors to review.  

Upcoming meetings include:  Perham EMS on 2/23/17; Budget and Audit Meeting 3/7/17; Annual Meeting 3/14/17; Short Course 4/3/17.

Discussion was held regarding the information received from the City of Vergas regarding the City’s wellhead project.
