December 14, 2021

The Board explained that it should be up to date now, but during the summer had problems due to designer retiring, new designer quitting, finding another designer plus technology problems with computers.  R Sonnenberg stated that people rely on this information and if not kept up to date, the Board would receive more complaints and more attendees at the meeting.  Bruhn stated that we are working with the new designer to get everything up to date and correct and if there is a problem, to contact one of the Board so it can be checked out.  

Bruhn stated that there are sign posts with no signs that either need to be marked or signs put up asap due to snowmobilers could hit the unmarked posts in the ROW. Bruhn asked R Sonnenberg if he was helping T Sonnenberg putting up the signs.  R Sonnenberg stated he staked out the location, but was not putting up signs.  Bruhn will contact T Sonnenberg to take care of this problem. 

Tim Barry talked to the Board regarding the 2nd Amendment for Townships and the Resolution for not spending township money for taking away guns.  Barry will bring information to the Board in January.
