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D Sonnenberg made a motion to approve the disbursements as presented, which included the prebuy propane for the 2019-2020 season for the hall.  Kellogg second.  All in favor. Motion carried. 

Bids were received for the reclamation on the Wymer Lake Road from the County Line to the bridge/culvert of Wymer/Graham Lake.  Three bids were received, with lowest bid being received from Howard’s Driveway.  Before a final decision is made, Glawe will check into funding options for the project.  
Summer Short Course will be held in Fergus Falls.  D Sonnenberg and Hockett will attend.  Kellogg made a motion to cut a check to pay for the registration fee.  Hockett second.  All in favor. Motion carried. 
A request for dustguard was received from Jerry Oswald.  Oswald does live in Candor Township, but right on the corner of Hobart, Candor and Burlington.  The house is very close to the road and with the new gravel, there will be more dust than normal.  D Sonnenberg made a motion to dust guard this corner.  Kellogg second.  All in favor.  Motion carried. 

Rod Boyer had a couple of issues to discuss with the Board.  The first was brushing of East Wymer Lake Road.  Due to the road, traffic, residential neighborhood, D Sonnenberg made a motion to hire Carr’s Tree Service to remove the trees in this area.  Kellogg second.  All in favor. Motion carried. 
Boyer was concerned about a low area near a culvert by the Marlys Jacobson residence and suggested a manhole or something over the culvert.  The Board will look into it and get it taken care of. 

Boyer also was concerned about the annual meeting notice not being in the Frazee Forum.  Moltzan explained that there had been an issue with a proof not being received and therefore the notice did not get into the paper.  However the notice was in the Perham paper and on the website.  The Township was not charged for this notice.  

There is also a soft pocket on the Black Diamond Road that needs to be fixed.  

Since Glawe needs some time to check on funding options.  With this, Hocket continued the meeting until Tuesday, June 18, 2019 at 7:00 p.m.

The continuance of the monthly meeting began at 7:00 p.m on June 18, 2019.   All Board Members were present along with Jeff Stabnow.
Glawe stated that the Vergas State Bank would be willing to fund the project.  The Board would need to determine the amount and duration of the loan and then decide if they want to bond or do a certificate of indebtness.  After much discussion, Kellogg made a motion to take the money out of the road and bridge fund and if money is needed to fund the needs of the road and bridge fund, then borrow the money at that time.  D Sonnenberg second.  All in favor. Motion carried. 

D Sonnenberg made a motion to accept the bid from Howard’s Driveway Service to do the reclamation on Wymer Lake Road  Kellogg second.  All in favor. Motion carried. 

In conjunction with this project, the MN DNR will be contacted for input as to what to do with the culvert and road between Wymer and Graham Lake.
Since there was no further business to come before the Board, Hockett adjourned the meeting.
