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D Sonnenberg made a motion to approve the disbursements as presented.  Kellogg secomd.  All in favor. Motion carried. 

Beau Nyhof presented a sewer design to the Board, asking for permission to bore a sewer line under the road.  The tanks and the drainfield will be placed on private property.  Kellogg made a motion to allow the boring of a septic line under the TWP road based on the fact that the components of the sewer system will be on  private property with the stipulation that a tracer line be placed along the sewer line for identification in the future.  D Sonnenberg second.  All in favor. Motion carried. 
A request was also received from Rob Larson to place a drainfield in the road right of way.  Permission was given for this property in the past, but the work was never done.  Larson had presented a sketch, but not a design as to what type of drianfield would be constructed.  With the changes in septic regulations, the Board would like to see a current design as to what type of a drainfield will be constructed.  An in-ground drainfield could be approved but a mound could cause safety and snow removal problems.  Larson will be contacted to get an actual design and not just a sketch.
The Board discussed the pocket gopher problem on the Town Hall property and asked Kurt Janu if he would be interested in trapping the gophers.  Kellogg made a motion to have Janu trap the gophers.  D Sonnenberg second.  All in favor. Motion carried. 

Hockett explained that the CDHV Fire Department is looking at doing updates on the firehall to include new plumbing fixtures in the bathrooms, new flooring and paint in the meeting room, bathrooms and kitchen area.  Labor will be donated.  The Fire Department is looking at about $10,000 to split amongst the entities.  Kellogg abstained from voting.  D Sonnenberg made a motion to approve no more than $10,000 to be split amongst the entities for updates to the fire hall.  Hockett second.  All in favor. Motion carried. 

Stabnow had sent a proposal for reclamation of the tar from the County Line to Graham Lake, approximately ¾ mile.  Proposed cost would be $165,550.  Kellogg made a motion to allow Stabnow to obtain quotes for the construction with the right to reject or accept all bids and a final decision to do the projects will be made once actual quotes are received because the money will have to be borrowed.  D Sonnenberg second.  All in favor. Motion carried. 

Discussion was also held on graveling the Candor and Burlington town line roads, tree removal and fixing the ditch on East Wymer Lake Road.  Letters are to be sent to Candor Twp, Burlington Twp, Rich Ziegler and Tom Franklin.

Since there was no further business to come before the Board, Hockett adjourned the meeting.
