Rod Boyer asked when the brushing along his road would be done.  The Board stated that the brushing would be done when the ground freezes.

The Board discussed the work to be done on Poppenhagen corner.  Two quotes were received for the work.  Sonnenberg Excavating submitted a quote for $35,585.00 and Joe Stenger submitted a quote for $34,564.00.  R Sonnenberg made a motion to accept the bid from Joe Stenger with the seeding to come after the work is done depending upon the weather.  The seeding is not included in the bid.  D Sonnenberg second.  All in favor.  Motion carried. Work to begin in approximately 2 weeks. 

The minimum maintenance road 345th Ave will have some work done on it, including gravel, improving the turn around and clearing of some brush.

H & R Construction submitted a quote for material for the guard rails on Wymer Lake.  Stabnow is to meet with Newling to get an estimate and time  frame for getting the work done this fall.  Sheriff Schluter stated that Frazee Police Department has no jurisdiction at Wymer Lake so Otter Tail County will do more patrolling.  R Sonnenberg made a motion to buy the materials direct from H & R Construction so sales tax would not have to be paid.  D Sonnenberg second.  All in favor.  Motion carried.
